Literary Research
HS English I-IV 
Rationale
English I TEKS requires students to analyze complex elements of fictional literature, and explain the effects of multifaceted literary techniques, while comparing themes across literary and informational genres.

 English II TEKS requires students to analyze isolated scenes, and their contributions to the success of the plot in a variety of works of fiction. Less obvious (example: symbolism, connotative) and more complex literary techniques (example: hyperbole, allegory, allusion, flashback) are analyzed for their complexity as students review literature across time. Students write literary text to express their ideas and feelings about real or imagined people, events, and experiences using literary strategies that enhance plot, character development, mood, and tone. 

 In English III, students evaluate how different literary elements shape the author’s portrayal of the plot, and setting in works of fiction

In English IV, students extend knowledge of and respond to literature and non-fiction while continuing to explore cultural, historical implications.
